Thanks for participating with ND2 2026. I want to share a number of items with you as we prepare for the event on March 5 through March 7. We have 93 teams and 13 brackets of basketball. It will be an exciting weekend. Our games are played at the Salina Fieldhouse and Kansas Wesleyan University.

Admission: As a reminder, there is no admission charge for our event. However, we offer the opportunity to bring non-perishable food items to donate to the local food bank. These donations will be collected at the main entrance.

No outside food or drink:  There will be a concession stand available at the Salina Fieldhouse during the entire event.  There will also be concessions at Kansas Wesleyan during our game times at that venue. We ask that you limit items brought into the facility to only water bottles. Concessions sales are cash only. There is an ATM located across the street to the west. Food purchased at the concession stand should be consumed in the lobby area. Sealed drink/water bottles are permitted in the gym and there are on-site water dispensers. 

Parking:  Please see attached maps for parking for both venues. There are plenty of parking spaces for the Fieldhouse within a short walking distance to the building. An effort will be made to mark these sections. However, parking directly in front of the Fieldhouse is limited. Please use the designated loading/unloading zone in front of the building for dropping off teams and equipment. There is limited parking on campus at Kansas Wesleyan. It is highly encouraged that teams carpool to the Time Out event on Friday afternoon and consider carpooling to games at KWU.

Schedule/Brackets – The brackets are now live. These can be accessed through www.nd2cha.com or via Facebook (National Division II Christian Homeschool Association).

These will be updated throughout the weekend. Games at KWU will be in either the Muir Gym or Mabee Gym on Friday, and in the Mabee Gym on Saturday. They are adjacent to one another.

Team Benches and Fans – the home team should occupy the bench that is to the right of the scorer’s table from the scorekeeper’s perspective (left side if you are viewing it from the perspective of an official). Fans should generally sit directly across from their team’s bench. Fans should refrain from wearing high heels or metal sole shoes.

Seating/chairs:  There will be bleachers set up at each gym. You may bring in bleacher chair backs or similar accommodation for your comfort. Lawn chairs are NOT permitted inside the Fieldhouse. Fans should typically sit across the bench from their team. However, if one “school/program” is playing back-to-back games in the same gym, please be courteous and allow fans to remain in the same seats for both games.

Volunteers/Game Duties – Each team will need at least two volunteers for each game. 
HOME TEAM: Lead the teams in prayer at center court, run the clock/scoreboard, sweep the floors at halftime, assure that official rosters have been used for the scorebook.
VISITING TEAM: Official scorebook for the game, clean bleachers and sweep floor after game, text in score results after game via text to 417-922-0880.
Please have your volunteers at the gym 15 minutes before game time. Be sure that the Official Scorebook uses only the approved rosters provided in the ND2 notebooks. With up to six gyms running at one time and a 15-minute drive from KWU to the Fieldhouse, you may need to have more than one person available to fill these duties during a game time slot. We want coaches to concentrate on coaching their teams, not trying to find volunteers at the last minute. 

Officials – We are very fortunate to have a great group of officials for our event. And many of these officials do our event rather than other officiating opportunities. PLEASE TREAT THEM WELL!!! And ask your fans to do the same. Players make mistakes, coaches make mistakes, and yes…officials can make mistakes. But it won’t help to yell at any of those offenders. 

TIME OUT Event – Don’t forget the traditional Time Out Event on Friday afternoon in the Mabee Arena on the Kansas Wesleyan University campus. We will take a break in our games from 2:55 pm until 5:00 PM. Allowing for games to wrap up and for some travel time, we plan to start the Time Out at 3:05 pm and it will be wrapped up by 4:30 pm. The Fieldhouse gyms will be locked during the Time Out and not re-opened until 4:40pm. 

We will have the Triathlon event and announce the winners of our shooting contests. Our guest speakers will be KWU Campus Pastor and former college athlete, Scott Jagodzinske, as well as current KWU student athlete, Noel Zimbeva. Please encourage everyone with your teams and families to attend. 

Shooting Contests – If you have an athlete participating in the shooting contests, please be prepared for a call-back on Friday between 2:45 pm and 3:05 pm in case we need to call you back to break ties.

Be Good Guests – Please pass along to your parents, players and fans (mostly the younger ones) to be mindful that we are guests while in Salina. Please pick up trash and keep the facility looking good. Please be mindful of the time you spend at the dining tables in the concession area and allow others to sit when they are eating. Keep track of younger children that they aren’t running throughout the facilities. Refrain from bouncing balls in the lobby area or on the sidelines during other games.
